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DRY TRANSFER INSTRUCTIONS

Make sure that the underlying paint has hardened and that the model is free from grease and dirt. Cut the transfer carrier film as closely as possible around the area to be applied. Place the transfer onto the backing sheet, transfers side down. Apply a clear, low tack adhesive tape over the whole of the non transfer side of the carrier film, so that the tape overhangs on all four sides. Position the transfer on the model and when satisfied with its alignment, hold it in position with the adhesive tape. Transfer the image by rubbing the carrier film with a blunt stylus. Rub only in the longitudal direction of lining transfers as rubbing across lines may move them out of position. A wooden cocktail stick makes quite a good stylus. The image will appear dull through the carrier film when it has transferred to the model. After this occurs slowly peel away the carrier film, checking as you go that the image has transferred completely. Place the backing sheet over the image and re-burnish. Unwanted images may be removed at this stage with adhesive tape or rubber eraser. The transfers should be spray varnished after application to avoid damage from handling. Spray a fine mist over the applied transfers and leave to harden for 24 hours in a dust free area. Using brush for varnish WILL DAMAGE the transfers. More coats may be added according to the manufactures instructions. If you apply too thick of a coat of varnish at any stage and the transfers start to curl at their edges, do not touch them. Leave the varnish to dry and the transfers will settle back, after which you may continue varnishing. If you touch the transfers before the varnish has hardened, you are likely to destroy them. These transfers have a shelf life of more than 10 years when stored in a cool and dark place without any pressure being applied to them and without temperature dropping below freezing.

WATERSLIDE TRANSFER INSTRUCTIONS

Make sure that the underlying paint has hardened and that the model is free from grease and dirt. Cut the transfer carrier film as closely as possible around the area to be applied. Seal the colours on the transfer with an agent like LIQUID DECAL FILM by MICROSCALE. When they are dry and ready to use, cut them as close to the colours as possible. It will be good to use products like MICRO SOL and MICRO SET by MICROSCALE to ease fitting and better application.
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
